Not long hence, the wrath of hwhy 
will be poured out on an unrepentant world just in 
advance of the Messiah’s return.  eswhy came the 
first time as a Lamb:1 He was meek and humble, 
and His death fulfilled many prophecies which 
foretold of His coming; those predictions proved 
He was the Messiah!2  eswhy the Messiah will 
soon come once more, but this time He shall 
descend as a conquering and indomitable Lion:  
He will execute vengeance on all who disobey the 
Good News, and he will reign as King of kings 
over all the earth.3  While it is our goal to warn all 
the inhabitants of the earth regarding these great, 
forthcoming, cataclysmic events, we also realize 
the importance of offering sound teachings to 
assist each person who is seeking to walk with 
the Mighty One of Yisrael in the footsteps of His 
Messiah.4  Those who are truly seeking to please 
their Creator in their everyday lives will be better 
prepared when the whirlwind of destruction 
suddenly falls upon the inhabitants of the earth.5

These many 
abuses have filled the worship house of hwhy with 
money changers who hinder True Worship by 
robbing and oppressing the poor.9  Many, if not 
most, have turned reverence and the worship of 
hwhy into a means of great, personal gain.10  We 
assert such things were never meant to be.11

This brief leaflet brings out a few of the more 
direct arguments which show that the Messiah 
never abolished His Father’s Law regarding clean 
and unclean animal flesh.  All sincere believers 
will want proof that eswhy taught certain animals 
were still unclean many, many years after His 
death, burial, resurrection, and ascension!  He did 
not shed His blood to cleanse us, so we could 
then be defiled by eating unclean animal flesh!

Further, fasting and prayer will do more 
to promote unity than all of our man-made efforts 
combined.  The Body of Messiah cannot be in 
unity until the Spirit can humble hearts, and 
fasting with prayer are the indispensable keys to 
true meekness and humility – character qualities 
which must be sought.15  Readers of these articles 
have discovered many profound truths from the 
Word of hwhy regarding the ever-essential, all-
important need for fasting and prayer in the life of 
a true believer.

Christianity Has 
Many Roots in Paganism 

     We should remark on a few issues which 
surround seeking and finding the truth of

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Scripture.  If we abide in the Savior’s teachings, 
He promises that we can know the truth … and 
that we can prove to ourselves it is the truth!16 
This process does not occur overnight, but hwhy 
will surely teach us, if we seek Him with all our 
hearts.17  The apostle Sha’ul and the psalmist also 
taught we can experience and prove the life-
liberating truth of Scripture.18  We summarize 
their words by simply saying, “Those who hear 
and obey the truth will also learn and prove, 
experientially, the truth works!”  The words of 
our Creator are not just nice-sounding platitudes:  
they are very real and very applicable spiritual 
principles filled with infinite love and wisdom to 
the end we might live an abundant life by walking 
in the light of the Torah – the body of immutable 
Law which hwhy called “the ancient paths” 
through the prophet, Jeremiah.19  If we can divest 
ourselves of the preconceived notions which are 
so prevalent in the mainstream, increasingly 
apostate, religious sectors, we will discover there 
are many truths from the Scriptures which never 
made it into the Protestant Reformation!  We 
exalt eswhy the Messiah as “The Repairer of the 
Breach” and “The Restorer of Paths in Which to 
Dwell.”20  He will lead His people into the full 
restoration of all truth, and He will lead them into 
the promised inheritance of what King David 
called the “great reward” – the reward of 
resurrection life in the Messianic, Millennial 
Age.21  While many today are commended for 
transient and worldly ambitions of nearly every 
sort imaginable, believers who are striving to 
obtain this “great reward” are also striving for the 
ultimate and most cherished prize which anyone 
could ever hope to obtain.22 
 

Are You Blessed by Our Ministry? 
     If anyone is encouraged by the IAH website, 
and if you are blessed by the newfound insight 
and the opening of the Scriptures provided by the 
Spirit of hwhy, perhaps you will be inclined to 
bless this ministry.  However, we ask that you do 
not send us your tithes or offerings!

actually requesting something which is far more 
valuable than your monetary support! 
 

Instead of making a financial contribution to  
this ministry, we request believers to consider 
making regular contributions to this work by 

fasting and prayer for the furtherance of  
the Kingdom through our efforts. 

 

We believe such prayer offerings will be of far 
more value than money in advancing the 
Kingdom of hwhy, and we believe His ever-
present Spirit will most certainly take care of the 
financial part!  Does any of this mean we are 
against tithes and offerings? Absolutely not.  We 
encourage believers to direct their tithes and 
offerings to other ministries as hwhy leads and as 
the Spirit applies the Torah in your hearts.  Our 
specific request is that you will prayerfully seek 
out service-ministries (at home or abroad) which 
are actively involved in bringing true benefit to 
Yisrael/Israel and the people of the Land,23 and 
that you will remember the poor.24 
 

Why “Independent?” 
     Of late, many well-meaning, but misled 
believers are judging the IAH for being 
independent.  Consequently, false, inane 
indictments are leveled against us because we 
supposedly separate ourselves from the Body of 
the Messiah.  Yet nothing could be farther from 
the truth.  The Independent Assembly of Hebrews 
is independent for the following reasons and in 
the following regards: 
 

1.  The IAH is independent from this world 
system:  we will never kowtow to the whims of 
carnal governments (including the world court), 
the agendas of the “politically correct,” or even 
ignorant believers who wish to level either errant 
or outright false judgment against us.  We have a 
multitude of Scriptural precedents for this stance: 
 

By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed to 
go out to a place which he was to receive for an 
inheritance; and he went out, not knowing where 
he was going. Hebrews 11:8

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What do we read of the end result of this freedom 
and separation (i.e., independence) which 
Abraham had in regard to this world?25  Because 
he obeyed hwhy, Abraham became independent 
of his father’s house and his countrymen,26 and as 
a result, El Shaddai could speak this memorial 
over the patriarch’s life: 
 

… Abraham obeyed My voice, and kept My 
charge:  My commandments, My statutes, and My 
laws. Genesis 26:5 
 

We read no judgment from the Most High against 
Abraham for his being independent.  The call of 
hwhy for Abram to come out was nothing less 
than a call to independence. 
 

Likewise, Sha’ul wrote: 
 

1 I call upon you, therefore, brothers, through the 
compassion of Elohim, to present your bodies a 
living offering – set-apart, well-pleasing to 
Elohim – your reasonable worship. 2 And do not 
be conformed to this world, but be transformed 
by the renewing of your mind, so that you prove 
what is that good and well-pleasing and perfect 
desire of Elohim. Romans 12:1-2, ISRV  
 

Our spiritual obligation to refuse conformity to 
this world requires believers to be independent!  
This is why the off-base, control tactics used by 
self-exalted leaders – who simply want to corral 
the sheep for their own designs – are so contrary 
to the truth of the Word which forbids lording it 
over the people of hwhy.27 
 

2.  Consequently, the IAH stands for the 
independence of every man before hwhy: 
 

But I would have you know, that the head of every 
man is the Messiah; and the head of the woman is 
the man; and the head of the Messiah is Elohim.  

1Corinthians 11:3 
 

Do you read anything in the above Scripture 
about the “church authorities?”  We see

absolutely nothing of the sort.  Every believing 
man is directly and immediately under the 
Headship of eswhy the Messiah:  there is no go-
between and no person can righteously interfere 
with this heavenly-ordained hierarchy!  This 
includes the church authorities! 
 

The Scripture to the Corinthians  
indicates every man is the uncontested prophet, 

priest, and ruler of his home answering only  
to his Head: eswhy the Messiah . 

 

No ruler of any congregation has the right to 
usurp a man’s authority over his home or family.  
Authority is something set in place by hwhy 
largely for those who do evil, not for those who 
do good!28  While there are those who may have 
rule and authority over a particular, local 
congregation of believers,29 we see this as being a 
different arena than the authority of a man over 
his household.  Those who undermine the man’s 
authority over his home and family (including 
self-proclaimed “church authorities”) are also 
undermining the Torah and the Shabbat!  For it is 
the Fourth Commandment which requires the 
man of the house to be the enforcer of the rest 
which hwhy enjoins each Shabbat.30 
 

3.  The IAH stands for our independence from all 
other sects and denominations.  We are 
independent because we do not fall along any 
sectarian lines.  In our independence, we have 
rejected denominational idolatry – a grievous 
sin which so strongly prevails even among those 
who are striving to fulfill the obedience of faith 
required by eswhy the Messiah.31  Such 
denominational idolatry is spread all across the 
landscape of those who claim faith in the shed 
blood of eswhy: 
 

11  For it has been shown to me concerning you,

13  Is the 
Messiah divided? Was Sha’ul impaled for you? or 
were you immersed in the name of Sha’ul?  

1Corinthians 1:11-13 
 

Does anyone think the above things have not 
been perpetuated in our days by the existence of 
so many denominations wherein adherents are 
trusting in mere men?  Let’s reword the above 
Scripture as Sha’ul might write it to various 
congregations in our day: 
 

 For it has been shown to me concerning you, my 
brothers, by those who truly seek unity, that there 
are contentions among you.  Now this I mean: 
that each one of you says, “I am of Wesley; or “I 
am of Calvin,” or “I am of Luther,” or “I am of 
White,” or I am of Armstrong,” or “I am of 
Christ.”32 
 

Is this not the case today?  Multitudes hold to the 
teachings of certain men (or women) while 
disregarding clear statements of Scripture, 
statements which openly contradict many tenets 
of such leaders, whether deceased or living.  And 
the list covers far more men and women than we 
can mention in the list of actual names seen just 
above in the hypothetical statement.33  
Denominational idolatry is alive and well, and the 
IAH rejects all the trappings which surround such 
false worship by: 
 

•  Declaring our independence.  AND, 
 

•  Seeking to help and to work with all believers 
in the Messiah, yet only as the Spirit provides the 
leading, the way, and the means. 
 

4.  The IAH stands for the independence of the 
spiritual calling on the lives of those who serve 
hwhy: 
 

15  But when it was the good pleasure of Elohim, 
who separated me, even from my mother’s womb,

and called me through His favor, 16 to reveal His 
Son in me, that I might preach Him among the 
Gentiles; immediately I conferred not with flesh 
and blood: 17 neither did I go up to Jerusalem to 
those who were apostles before me: but I went 
away into Arabia; and again I returned to 
Damascus. Galatians 1:15-17 
 

5.  The IAH stands for the independence of all 
believers regarding the call of the Spirit to be 
separate from this world: 
 

14  Be not unequally yoked with unbelievers: for 
what fellowship have righteousness and iniquity? 
or what communion has light with darkness? 
15  And what concord has the Messiah with 
Beliya’al? or what portion has a believer with an 
unbeliever? 16  And what agreement has a 
dwelling of Elohim with idols?  For we are a 
dwelling of the living Elohim; even as Elohim 
said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I 
will be their Elohim, and they shall be My people. 
17  Therefore, You come out from among them, 
and be separate, says hwhy, and touch no unclean 
thing; and I will receive you, 18  and will be to 
you a Father, and you shall be to me sons and 
daughters, says hwhy El Shaddai. 1  Having 
therefore these promises, beloved, let us cleanse 
ourselves from all defilement of flesh and spirit, 
perfecting separateness in the fear of Elohim. 

2Corinthians 6:14-7:1 
 

1 And after these things I saw another messenger 
coming down from heaven, having great power; 
and the earth was lightened with his splendor. 2  
And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, 
Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and is 
become the habitation of demons, and the hold of 
every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and 
hateful bird. 3 For all nations have drunk of the 
wine of the wrath of her fornication, and the 
kings of the earth have committed fornication 
with her, and the merchants of the earth have 
grown rich through the abundance of her 
delicacies. 4 And I heard another voice from 
heaven, saying, Come out of her, My people, that 
you are not partakers of her sins, and that you 
receive not of her plagues. Revelation 18:1-4

Having said all of the above regarding 
independence, the IAH also recognizes the 
importance of the corporate Body of the Messiah

… perhaps far more than those who claim they 
want to “work together.”  While supposed leaders 
talk of “working together” and spout directives to 
“submit to authority,” these things really translate 
into: 
 

“You have to jump through my hoops and  
do things my way …” and …  

 

“I want to build my empire and my retirement  
off your tithe$ and offering$.” 

 
We say this because there are so many today 
clamoring for you to submit to their rule by 
touting empty claims of apostolic, or heavenly-
ordained, authority.  While many claim to possess 
such apostolic authority, they are not doing the 
works of an apostle!34  And they are certainly 
lacking the Heavenly authority to obtain the rule 
over you which they so adamantly seek. 

 

While Scripture is clear there is a corporate 
 Body of the Messiah,35 we do not believe this 

Body is found in any one congregation,  
in any one organization, or in any  

one denomination. 
 

Because the IAH realizes we are living in Days of 
Restoration, we also recognize and embrace all 
sincere believers in the Messiah provided they are 
trusting in the shed blood of eswhy for their 
salvation.36  This includes those who do not 
understand, or yet recognize, the importance of 
the immutable, age-abiding Torah!37   Hence, 
over the years, we have continually worked with, 
fed,38 and financially supported believers across 
the globe:  the USA, Canada, the Philippines, the

West Indies, Australia, Tasmania, Guam, South 
Africa, Romania, Nigeria, India, Kenya, Spain, 
and Israel.  And the list continues to grow.  
 

If what we do to serve others is largely 
unrecognized and “behind the scenes,”39 then 
believers who wrongly judge us for being aloof, 
proud, or wrongly independent are merely 
condemning themselves.40 
 

From Whence Cometh Unity? 
     While eswhy prayed His followers would be 
in unity,41 unity is the one thing that so greatly 
eludes the believing world.  How can this be?  
Where is the short fall?  What is the solution? 

 

All the unity conferences in the world will  
not bring about unity.  Unity will only  

occur as we seek hwhy and obtain  
fasting-derived humility. 

 

This statement does not intend to slight or to 
belittle, the great love, the extensive efforts, and 
the blessed hospitality of so many dear believers 
who have historically sponsored such fine unity 
conferences, extending peace and goodwill so 
heartily.  However, eswhy states we must become 
like children to enter the Kingdom:  this is a 
spiritual process which requires a viable, 
tangible, and inspired catalyst.  And that catalyst 
is not unity conferences.  Scripture will bear out 
that this all-important catalyst is fasting and 
prayer.42  Over any matter of critical importance, 
apart from prayer and fasting in the Name of 
hwhy, our striving will be losing. 
 

Unity requires a change of heart, and only prayer 
and fasting can bring about such a remarkable 
transformation.  Only through cleansing of the 
heart, via prayer and fasting and pleading the 
blood of eswhy,43 can we eventually see the 
doctrinal cohesiveness which will otherwise 
remain elusive.  Further, apart from such seeking, 
many believers will not only fail to be in true 
unity with the entire Body of the Messiah, they

     We should remark on a few issues which 
surround salvation and the approaching, 
Heavenly judgment – a judgment which shall be 
apocalyptic beyond description.  
 

Many Christians today look proudly down their 
noses at the unbelieving world:  How many times 
have we heard an ignorant, vindictive believer 
utter the angry condemnation against an 
unbeliever, “You’re going to hell!”?  However, 
we affirm true belief in the Scriptures and in the 
Mighty One of Yisrael should result in humble 
service to our fellow man.  There is no place in 
the Kingdom of hwhy for pride – whether that 
pride is based in race, religion, or some other 
petty sideshow.  eswhy asserted if He was raised 
up as the Offering for sins of the world, He would 
surely draw all people to Himself: 

 
And I, if I am lifted up from the earth,  

will draw all men unto Myself.  
John 12:32, ISRV 

 

Far better it is to love and serve others (so as to 
be a partaker in this Heavenly plan) than to 
oppose hwhy and man with high-minded self-
deception.  It is so ironic that Christians often 
condemn unbelievers, yet most of the Christian 
world engages in numerous practices traceable to 
the abject paganism inspired by demons and 
practiced worldwide from the days of antiquity!  
Such pagan rites have been forbidden in the 
Torah as well as by the apostles of the Lamb.45  
Not only so, most Christians fail to follow their 
Messiah over some very simple issues – issues to 
which we call attention in the studies available on 
our website. 
 

     Judgment is coming, and that is all the more 
reason to serve our fellow man with humility!  In 
this judgment, it is not we, but hwhy, who shall 
render the final verdict over every matter.
